Background:
Written between 80-90 CE
The Synoptic Gospels (aka “The Sharing Gospels”)
· Books that share similar point of view of the Gospel Story
· Books that share large blocks of narrative materials
· Luke contains little more than half the stories found in Mark (with some adjustments)
· Luke and Matthew share 230 verses that recount sayings of Jesus
PJ’s Picks:
The Magnificat- Mary’s Song of Praise (Luke 1:46-55). 
· Magnificat is “magnify” in Latin
· It is a song/poem, notice how it is not written in paragraph form. 
The Birth of Jesus  (Luke 2:1-20). 
The Temptation of Jesus (Luke 4:1-13)
· Satan vs. Jesus is established
Jesus calms the Storm (Luke 8:22-25)
· This story helps show just how powerful Jesus is. He can control Nature. Wow!
Good Samaritan Parable (Luke 10:25-37)- EPIC!!
· Who is our neighbor? How do we treat them? 
The Lost and Found Chapter (Luke 15) (Three Parables)

The Yet Passage (Luke 22:39-46)
· Jesus Prays

· “Who is this guy?!”
· “What that Jesus?!”
Where’s The Beef? (Luke 24:36-43)
